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based on concepts understood in their native language; 2) accumulate new lexical and grammatical
material necessary for reading specialist literature.
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Abstract. Improving the level of teaching disciplines in higher education through the
introduction of new educational technologies contributes to improving the quality of the educational
process and forming a positive motivation for students to learn. This task can be accomplished when
students are motivated to learn while teachers use a variety of educational technologies, including
innovative ones.

Keywords: modern technologies, positive motivation, students, educational process, online.

As the Law on Education states, the purpose of education is the comprehensive development
of a person as an individual and the highest value of society, his or her talents, intellectual, creative
and physical abilities, the formation of values and competencies necessary for successful self-
realization, the education of responsible citizens capable of making conscious social choices and
directing their activities for the benefit of other people and society, and enriching on this basis the
intellectual, economic, creative and cultural potential of the Ukrainian people [1].
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Under the war conditions, which have affected all spheres of people’s lives, including higher
education institutions, teachers and students find the potential to resist the cruel reality and continue
teaching and learning because, in the near future, the country will need specialists for post-war
reconstruction and development.

The purpose of this study is to determine the impact of innovative technologies on increasing
students’ motivation to study online.

The use of innovative technologies is meant to develop students’ competencies, which are
formed through modern teaching methods, when students are actively involved in the online learning
process and interact with each other. It also ensures the modern organization of the educational
process.

The term “innovation” is associated with the Internet and Internet technologies. Access to the
global network resources provides teachers with the opportunity to use a significant amount of
materials in various directions and forms (audio, video, interactive games, etc.) to improve teaching
effectiveness.

Nowadays, students are inseparable from their gadgets, which break new ground for teachers
to use this to their advantage in online learning. For example, listening to a podcast in a foreign
language on a particular topic or reading news on world media sites involves a student and his or her
device in the process of mastering a foreign language, which has a positive effect on their motivation
to learn [2, 3]. Watching videos from sports competitions, training sessions, specialized websites for
certain sports, and exercise technigues is useful in online physical education classes [4—6].

Watching videos from YouTube, where you can find many recordings in different languages
and educational videos in various subjects is also used by teachers in online practical classes. The
teacher can offer to rewatch a part of the movie/video clip, pause the video, discuss some difficult
matters about the things they do not understand, ask questions about the video and get answers from
students.

Lecturers also use the Internet for self-improvement and professional development. There are
many courses that teachers can take remotely to improve their online teaching skills.

Therefore, the more interesting and rich the class in the distance format, the more motivated
students will be to study the subject. Constant self-improvement, improvement of online skills, and
the use of innovative teaching methods and tools lead to an improvement in students” attitudes toward
learning in general and a particular discipline in particular, i.e., to an improvement in the quality of
the educational process.
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Abstract. Academic integrity is crucial in modern higher education. Numerous international
organizations have been established to address this issue. While the advancement of software systems
has made it easier for dishonest students to cheat and plagiarize, it has also expanded the tools
available to combat academic dishonesty. This paper focuses particularly on the challenges of
cheating in online classrooms.
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While living in the combat zone, Kherson students and teachers are forced to teach and study
remotely. This type of learning increases the tendency among some students to seek grades through
academic dishonesty, such as cheating and plagiarism. The problem of failing to uphold academic
integrity has become extremely acute in the era of online learning. Many foreign and domestic
researchers have devoted their works to this issue. Among them D. Newton, G. Watson, L. Rowan,
F. Murray, O. Nalyvayko, D. Poliakov, A. Minyailova and others.

There are different international associations and organizations that deal with academic
integrity matters, among them International Center for Academic Integrity (ICAI), European Network
for Academic Integrity (ENAI), Global Academic Integrity Network (GAIN), as well as centers for
academic integrity at the Universities (almost each University has this center). Council of Europe
even created the Best Practice Programme in Promoting Academic Integrity o identify, publicly
recognise and disseminate relevant practices in promoting academic integrity throughout higher
education institutions in Europe [1].

According to ICAI, they define academic integrity as a commitment, even in the face of
adversity, to six fundamental values: honesty, trust, fairness, respect, responsibility, and courage.
From these values flow principles of behavior that enable academic communities to translate ideals
into action [2].

Article 42 of the Law on Education of Ukraine defines academic integrity as a set of ethical
principles and rules established by law that should guide participants in the educational process during
learning, teaching and research activities in order to ensure confidence in learning outcomes or
scientific achievements [3].

Universities place significant emphasis on academic integrity issues. To uphold these
principles, international organizations are developing measures, including methodological guidelines
for higher education institutions, such as SAIUP (Strengthening Academic Integrity in Ukraine
Project), implemented by the American Councils for International Education in 2016-2019, some
other projects.

Measures to prevent cheating and plagiarism include the use of specialized software platforms
like Turnitin, PapersOwl, and DupliChecker, which are designed to detect plagiarism in texts.
However, the most pressing challenge arises during online practical classes, for example during
classes of a foreign language. The issue is not limited to written assignments but extends to the use
of software that enables students to translate text in real-time or instantly generate content that they
would not be able to produce under normal circumstances.

Some researchers offer to conduct an online conversation or interview when ““a student is unable
to look for an answer in any other sources or get help from an outsider. He or she either answers the
question or not” [4]. In such cases, students can use voice recognition and artificial intelligence (Al)
tools to obtain direct answers, further bypassing the learning process. To prevent academic
dishonesty, it’s essential to motivate students, address their psychology and reasons for learning a
foreign language, and emphasize that cheating and deception will ultimately result in long-term
failure.
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
