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Entrepreneurship in a developed market economy is one of the key market segments, as it is 
a catalyst for economic growth. The business sector plays a special role in the development of the 
regional economy. First, this is due to its ability to quickly adapt to new market requirements and, 
as a consequence, stable competitiveness [2]. Secondly, subjects of both medium and small business 
are able to provide employment for the population on a par with large enterprises and corporations. 
Thirdly, due to their mobility business entities, unlike from large business representatives, are 
endowed with the possibility of immediate implementation of advanced technologies and 
innovations. In addition, entrepreneurship acts as the basis for the formation of a social stratum 
interested in the political stability of the state and improving the quality of life. Thus, small 
entrepreneurship, being the most mass form of entrepreneurial activity, is able to solve such acute 
social problems as: involvement in active economic activity of a significant number of people and, 
as a consequence, a decrease in the level of unemployed; expanding the competitive environment 
and easing monopolization; reorientation of the activities of small businesses for the production of 
scarce goods and services and filling the corresponding open market niches; formation of a 
significant layer of small owners and provision of conditions for the creation of a middle class as a 
guarantee of economic and social stability in society.
