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HOW TO MOTIVATE STUDENTS IN ONLINE LEARNING

Currently, ensuring access to education is increasingly recognized as a vital
issue due to its direct influence on the welfare and progress of both individuals and
nations. Even in the face of adversities brought by wartime conditions, it is crucial to
maintain a steadfast commitment to prioritizing and delivering educational services to
all students, including those pursuing higher education degrees.

Hence, irrespective of the obstacles encountered, it is vital to ensure the
continued availability of education amidst these challenging wartime circumstances.
Students from both de-occupied and temporarily occupied territories persist in their
pursuit of education through remote learning, utilizing information and
communication technologies. They can seamlessly continue their education by
accessing learning materials, communicating with teachers and peers, and actively
participating in educational activities without interruption.

It is widely recognized that motivation tends to decline in situations of danger.

When individuals are fearful or under chronic stress, their capacity to absorb new
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information is often compromised, leading to difficulties in memory retention. These
processes have been extensively studied by well-known researchers such as R.
Sapolsky [3] and S. Lupien [1].

The motivation of students to learn a language is closely linked to their
academic success, as it influences their willingness to persevere in language learning.
When students are motivated to learn a foreign language, they exhibit increased
levels of involvement, effort, and persistence in their language studies.

Acknowledging the critical nature of the issue, enhancing students’ motivation
to learn a foreign language in online settings has emerged as a pressing priority in the
current educational landscape. Continued research into the unique challenges and
opportunities associated with online language learning is essential. This ongoing
exploration will contribute to maintaining students' motivation within the virtual
educational environment.

Numerous foreign and domestic researchers delved into studying motivation
and motives as mental phenomena, among them R. Atkinson, R. Gardner,
W. Lambert, A. Maslow, H. Heckhausen, D. McGregor, A. Makarenko,
V. Sukhomlinsky, M. Boryshevskyi, Y. Gilbukh, H. Kostiuk, S. Maksymenko, and
others. The concept of motivation as a mental phenomenon can be interpreted either
as a collection of factors shaping behavior or as a process that drives individuals to
act and communicate with the aim of attaining particular objectives. The challenge of
cultivating learning and cognitive motivation can be regarded as a primary objective
in teaching and education. When a foreign language teacher ignites curiosity and
fosters engagement in the lesson's subject matter, they employ motivation as a tool
for teaching and education. Motivation appears when we feel sufficiently emotionally
inspired. And then the chain goes like this: emotional inspiration - motivation -
action. Actions provoke emotional reactions and inspiration, motivating our next
actions [2].

Here we aimed to investigate strategies for boosting the intrinsic motivation of
university students, particularly those majoring in non-philological subjects, to learn
English in an online educational setting.
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When we mention "motivation,” we are addressing the students' readiness to
actively participate in the learning process across different subjects within the higher
education curriculum. School graduates enroll in higher education institutions and
commence their studies during their late teenage years, a period marked by a natural
decline in motivation to learn. This decrease is further exacerbated by the stressful
circumstances currently faced by the entire population of our country. However,
despite these seemingly daunting conditions for learning, both teachers and students
manage to gather the resilience to teach and learn.

Conventional, repetitive, and static teaching approaches may result in a
decrease in motivation. Another factor contributing to the decline in motivation could
be the utilization of materials and tasks that do not align with the student's
proficiency level, possibly stemming from inaccuracies in determining the student’s
language proficiency during the entrance test. The absence of tangible rewards and
specific objectives can also contribute to a decline in motivation. When students have
a clear understanding of the goals they are striving to achieve, it becomes easier for
them to maintain their motivation.

The effective method to diversify classes and maintain high levels of positive
motivation among students involves incorporating authentic materials. The Internet
can be of great assistance to the teachers here. The teacher may prompt them to
analyze authentic materials such as a genuine leaflet, an online advertisement from
the UK (the country under study), a segment from a British television program, a
recipe, or an interview. Such tasks facilitate a deeper comprehension of the content;
heighten overall interest in foreign language learning, subsequently fostering
motivation to acquire English relevant to their future professions. Breakout rooms on
the Zoom platform serve as an outstanding resource for online learning. Here,
students can be grouped according to their language proficiency level or based on
their preference, enhancing the learning experience.

This blend of approaches cultivates a favorable motivation for learning
English. Moreover, delivering classes in an online format enables extensive
utilization of internet technologies, which might pose challenges in a traditional
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classroom setting.
